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Almost three-quarters of respondents rated the variety of arts and cultural activities in Hampton Roads as
excellent (22.3%) or good (50.6%). Another 16.9% rated the variety of arts and cultural activities in

Hampton Roads as fair and 5.2% rated the variety as poor.



Additionally, more than half of respondents said they had visited a historical site, museum or monument
in Hampton Roads in the last 12 months (53.4%).

The ratings for economic conditions in Hampton Roads tended to lean toward the middle, with 39.3%



Less than 40 percent (37.8%) reported avoiding visiting a business in a neighboring city due to tolls on
the bridges or tunnels. However, almost half of respondents (49.6%) reported avoiding visiting a business
